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Port dues reduction in Klaipeda port in 2010

� Dues for tramp container, ro-ro and ro-pax ships reduced up to 40%

� Dues for ro-ro liner ships calling port 2 times per week reduced by 50%

� 50% tonnage due discount for ro-ro, ro-pax ferries, which do not load or 

unload 75 cargo units, introduced

� 20% discount for cruise ships, calling the port second time per year, 

introducedintroduced

� 50% discount for cruise ships, starting from 4 call per year, introduced
